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DIRECTOR OF MUSIC
JOB DESCRIPTION

The Director of Music is required to undertake the following duties:

Services
Under the direction of the Rector, to prepare and accompany all sung music for the Sunday Eucharist and additional worship that may emerge as our mission develops. Our hymn book is New Anglican Hymns Old and New.

· Choose sung music that is seasonal, fits the theme of the service and draws from a range of genres. 
· Prepare all other music for worship, ensuring it is appropriate (to include music before and after the service, both live and recorded music during communion), and items sung by the choir 
· With the Rector, agree new mass settings and styles of music to complement and enhance our worship 
· Encourage and co-operate with others from within the congregation and beyond in order to increase the range of instruments and musicians taking part in worship ongoing
· Oversee maintenance of the organ When absent, the MD will arrange suitable cover.

The Choir
The Director of Music will build and train a choir, focusing on growing it in diversity by:

· Leading a weekly choir practice 
· Prepare the choir to lead the singing at the Parish Eucharist, to include: 
· Practising all sung music so that they are able to provide a strong lead to the congregation in worship through singing
· Learning mass settings
· Take account of what children and young people say engages them musically in a worship setting.

Mission Action Plan
As part of our Mission Action Plan, there will be opportunities to use music and singing to engage the community we serve and to enthuse emerging congregations. The DoM will:
· Work with the Rector to identify new opportunities to do this 
· Organise music for our Christmas Carol services in care homes and sheltered accommodation with the resources/people available. 
· Work with the Rector and others to develop music outside eucharistic and established services 

Other services
St Luke’s will host occasional weddings, funerals and blessing services. The quantity of these is unpredictable.

Should the services of the MD be required for these services, the Rector will offer these to the DoM in the first instance. 

Concerts
Build relationships with amateur, student and professional musicians with a view to increasing community engagement and mounting at least two fundraising concerts a year. 

Other occasional duties as required. 

The Director of Music is responsible to the Rector for the performance of their duties.

Other
To attend regular meetings with the Rector.
